Students were welcomed by the 9th Grade 
Academy teaching staff who presented 
the activities for the two sessions.  Fifteen 
sophomore student ambassadors attended 
the sessions working with them and an-
swering questions about how to transition 

from middle school to high school.   
 
Mini-workshops were presented on 
the following topics:  What are stu-
dent apparel and behavior expecta-
tions; How to use your student plan-
ner effectively; How do I find and 
open my locker; What are lunch room 
procedures; Homework expectations; 
What is Grade Point Average and 
why is it important; What are gradua-
tion requirements; and a building 
scavenger hunt.  Each student re-
ceived a backpack filled with school 
supplies, a 9th Grade class t-shirt, and 
many received assorted North spirit 
paraphernalia as prizes throughout the 
sessions.  Students were given a fol-
low-up survey that will help North 
staff improve the academy for next 
year.   
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   Based on two years’ results, 9th Grade 
Academy math, science, English and so-
cial studies teachers provide after school 
extra help sessions, referred to as “5 th 
Block”,  on Mondays, Tuesdays, and 
Thursdays in the respective team 
teacher’s classroom. These sessions are 
offered throughout the entire year.  Stu-
dents will be required to attend these ses-
sions with staff members from 2:35 PM to 
3:10 PM if they have any missing assign-
ments or incomplete homework. (Once 
work is complete, they may leave).

One major dif-
ference between middle school and high 
school is the expectation that course as-
signments are completed. Freshmen need 
to complete work to pass classes to earn 
credits for graduation. This is the major 
reason most students fail in their 9th 
grade year.
