As all of you remember at the start of 
the school year, Hurricane Katrina hit 
the southern United States very hard. 
On the news, we saw that most of the 
damage was to the city of New 
Orleans, Louisiana. However, other 
areas got damaged much worse. One 
of these areas was Pass Christian, 
Mississippi. 
 

A couple of months ago, Miss King’s 
fourth period Humanities class wrote to 
the hurricane victims living in Pass 
Christian. The respondents were 
students in the seventh grade, and we 
received their letters back before 
Thanksgiving break. Some of our 
respondents lost their homes, but 
luckily, most had all of their family 
members with them. Their city got a lot 
of flooding, and three of the four 
schools in their town were completely 
destroyed. 
 

“The middle school is now nothing but 
a pile of rubble…only about 20% of the 
houses are still standing…only 325 out 
of the 529 students came back,” says 
Rebecca, a seventh grader in Pass 
Christian. She now goes to school in a 
trailer. 
 

Some of the respondents told us we 
were very lucky to go to school and 
have a home. One student in Pass 
Christian said they joked about their 
school floating away and being 
destroyed. Now that it has happened, 
it’s no laughing matter, and the 
students wish they had a school and 
home, since most of them live in tents. 
Pass Christian has been destroyed, 
and the people down there still need

      On Nov. 20, The Quad City Times reported that the 
Davenport Community School District could be 
restricting parents’ choices of where their children will 
attend school next year. The proposed change 
“constitutes a significant change in our past practices”  
      The proposal also includes changes to the 
boundaries for some Davenport schools. Also, Central 
High School would no longer be considered a target 
school under the district’s desegregation plan, which did 
allow for minority students to enroll out and white 
students to enroll in with transportation provided. Central 
now has about 300 students who attend under that 
practice. 
The approximately 1,000 children with current principal’s 
agreements, as well as those at Central, will be 
“grandfathered in,” Bill Good said.  
      Karen Farley, district spokeswoman says that at this 
point, these are still recommendations. The school 
board and Local School Improvement Advisory 
Committee have heard presentations, the information 
will be posted on the district’s Web site at www.
davenportschools.org, open forums will be held, and 
school building officials will communicate with parents, 
she added.  
      One-quarter of the district’s 16,000 students do not 
attend their home neighborhood school, according to 
district statistics. Reasons vary, including attendance in 
specific education programs, which would not be 
impacted by the new policy. Families choosing to send 
their children to schools outside of their neighborhood 
under principal’s agreements or to Central with in-district 
open enrollment would be impacted.
