Four of these
students will be competing in Des Moines on April 30th with a new
category called, "Websites." 7th grader Cole Boudreau chose the
website category to display his research on The Halifax Explosion of
1917, and thought building a website would offer him a new way to
present his researching skills. Others, like partners Najha Reed, Ce-
Ce Maid and Hailey Burke, wanted to show triumph and tragedy
through an exhibit shaped like a glacier for their topic on "The
Titanic." Making a documentary was a new experience for the team
of Matt Anderson and Aubrey Cover. Their eight minute long
documentary, on WWII hero and former actor Audie Murphy, earned
them call-backs.

Michael Goodyear's exhibit on the
Armenian Genocide provided a serious reminder of hard world it would be to have lived in some
parts of the world. 6th graders, Emily Roebuck and Maya Murcia, have been chosen to go to the
State National History Day Competition for their documentary on Annie Wittenmyer. Myle Duong,
Ally Clonts, Cally Bridge, and April Newell, also 6th graders, also have been chosen to attend the

state competition with their group performance of Annie Oakley's life.
