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JULY SURVEY RESULTS
Approximately one-third of families responded to our survey, a statistically significant proportion. 

Å 61% of respondents stated that having students learn from home every other day was either 

their best option, or a workable option

Å 86% of families stated that having the option to choose between an online-only and a 

ñhybridò modelof learning was their preferred option or a workable option for them

Å 25% of families stated that returning to full-time, in-person instruction would either be 

impossible or very difficult for their family to manage

These and other insights from the data were used to develop the following instructional models. 

The District was also required to take into account the stateôs guidance, including the Governorôs 

proclamation on July 17, 2020, requiring districts to provide at least 50% of instructional time as an 

in-person, on-site model. Lastly, the District has worked closely with the Scott County Department 

of Public Health in making decisions in the best interests of our students and staff.

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MODEL #2
Hybrid Learning Model: 
Face-to-Face learning 50% 
of the time, online learning 
50% of the time

To reduce the density of students in classrooms 

during face-to-face learning, students will follow 

one of two schedules, as shown on the next 

page. Increased cleaning and sanitization 

practices will be put into effect, as described later 

in this document. 

*Note: this is the default model for learning at 

the start of the 2020 - 2021 school year based 

on the last name of the household associated 

with the student.

Å Group A will include household last names 

beginning with letters A-K

Å Group B will include household last names 

beginning with L-Z

Å Elementary School* will be from 8:00 a.m. - 2:25 p.m.
o *Blue Grass Elementary and Walcott Elementary Schools will follow the Junior High schedule times due to bussing

Å Junior High School will be from 9:10 a.m. - 3:35 p.m.

Å High School will be from 8:35 a.m. - 3:00 p.m.

The Davenport Community School District will follow the above model for Groups A and B until otherwise communicated.13



MODEL #3
Online-Only Learning Model 
(This is NOT homeschooling)

Students in this model will receive 100% of their instruction 

using an online format. Attendance and assignment 

completion will be required. Students will still be enrolled in 

their home building and continue to have communication 

with DCSD teachers and staff to guide their learning.

*Important: once you have selected the Online-Only 

Learning Model, you have committed your child to attend 

the online format for the remainder of the semester.

Å For grades K-8, the first semester ends January 29th 

Å For grades 9-12, the first semester ends February 17th 

You will have the option to return to the Hybrid Learning 

Model at the start of the second semester. Families can 

choose to move their students to online-only learning at 

any time.

Large Group Gatherings
Å Student assemblies will not be held

Å When possible, class sizes will be limited in 
PE, band, choir, and orchestra

Å Buildings will minimize the number of 
classes on the playground to adhere to 
social distancing guidelines

Å Students will be required to wash/disinfect 
their hands upon re-entering buildings

Hallways

Å Student movement will be staggered

Å Hallways will be one directional or clearly marked two-way

Å Hallways will be divided with tape and students will be expected to travel on the 
right side of the hallway

Å Students will be asked to travel directly from one classroom to another

Å Students will be expected to provide 6 feet of space between themselves and 
other students

Å Lockers will NOT be used during the 2020 - 2021 academic school year, and 
students will be permitted to carry backpacks from class to class

Å Drinking fountains will not be available

Å Students may bring their own water bottles and fill them from the fountain 
filling stations

Stairwells
Å Stairwells will be divided with tape, students 

will be expected to travel on the right side of 

the stairwell

Å Students will be expected to provide 6 feet 

of space between themselves and other 

students
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HEALTH & SAFETY:

Classrooms
Å Doors will be propped open during passing so that 

handles are not touched

Å Use of specific desks for specific blocks; desks will 

be sprayed down after each block and frequently 

deep cleaned in accordance with the schedule 

established by District operations

Å Seating will be arranged and assigned for social 

distancing 

Å A procedure for exiting the classroom will be 

established for social distancing

Å No birthday treats or shared food may be brought 

into the building. At the beginning of each month, 

food service will provide a special treat for all 

students celebrating birthdays in that month
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
